





Measuring SEAI's own impact

SEAI has measured its own carbon footprint in order to evaluate
its environmental impact and determine opportunities to
reduce it.

Our carbon footprint at the end of 2009 was 236 tonnes CO,

Business travel 51 per cent
Staff commuting 26 per cent
Office buildings 23 per cent

Our office energy use, our commuting and our business travel
results in CO emissions of 236 tonnes every year. To put this in
perspective, a typical family home accounts for CO, emissions
of about 10 tonnes per annum.

Our carbon footprint per employee reduced by 25 per cent
in 2009. Savings arose from improved energy efficiency in our
office (including a re-fit of our office lighting to substantially
reduce our electricity usage) and improved commuting
patterns due to the availability of greater public transport
options for our new Dublin city centre office.

SEAI will aim to reduce its own carbon footprint by 10 per
cent per annum over the next three years. The impact of our
business travel will be a focus. We are also investigating new
ways of calculating our footprint that takes accounts of our
wider impacts in terms of work carried out on SEAI's behalf
or as part of SEAl programmes. These analyses will be used
both to drive SEAI's own footprint down and also to
demonstrate to others how their carbon footprint can be
measured and managed.
